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Carter Woods

Located in Henrico County, this community was designed to meet the needs of active adults age 62 years and older. 
Together Phase I, completed in 2005, and Phase II, completed in 2006, consist of 152 apartments and provide at-
tractive, convenient and affordable housing with a wide array of amenities. The one- and two-bedroom apartments 
are barrier free and equipped with emergency pull cords in the bedrooms and bath. Residents enjoy large commu-
nity rooms, cozy lounges with fireplaces, a library, exercise room and a business center equipped with computers and 
Internet access. There are covered porches and a patio for outdoor activities. All residents are invited to participate in 
social and educational activities, health and wellness programs, and neighborly gatherings.

In response to the area’s needs for affordable senior housing, BHC secured tax credit allocations and loans from the 
Virginia Housing Development Authority to finance the facility. Private contributions financed the two-story com-
munity space. Highlighting BHC’s efforts as leaders in the field of “green” building, Carter Woods II was the first 
EarthCraft™ certified multi-family building in Virginia.
